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Inside Oracle BI Server & Oracle BI Suite Enterprise Edition  

Most developers and DBAs working in the area of O racle BI and data warehousing will be familiar 
with tools and products such as Oracle Warehouse Builder, OracleBI Discoverer and of course the 
Oracle Database. All of these tools have been around for some years now and are aimed at 
customers who wish to ma ke the Oracle database the centre of their business intelligence platform. 
For  some customers, however, there is a requirement to report on both Oracle and non -Oracle

customer with heterogeneous environments, the new BI Suite Enterprise Edition, based on Siebel 
Analytics technology, could be a useful solution.  

In th is paper and presentation, we will take a look at this new BI platform, and in particular the

functionality. We will consider how it fits in with the existing, tradi tional Oracle BI architecture, and 
walk through examples of bringing relational and OLAP data into the server. At the end of the 
presentation, we will take a brief look at the new query tools that come as part of the Enterprise 
Edition, and see what new fu nctionality they provide for end -users and how they leverage the new

of Discoverer, Reports and Discoverer Portl ets into a single product line within the Fusion Middleware 
brand. As from May of 2006, Oracle have re -jigged this product line following the acquisition of 
Siebel, with a new suite of BI tools, now known as BI Suite Enterprise Edition, being introduced to  
complement the existing product line, which has now been rebranded as BI Suite Standard Edition.  

Running alongside these two main product suites is BI Suite Standard Edition One, a subset of BI Suite

BI Suite Enterprise Edition  

So what is Oracle BI Suite Enterprise Edition?  

Oracle Business Int elligence Suite Enterprise Edition is Oracle's "next generation" business intelligence 
platform. Centered around Oracle BI Analytics Server, a business intelligence "application server", 
Oracle BI Suite Enterprise Edition comes with a range of ad -hoc, pres entation and delivery tools and 
supports connectivity to a range of heterogeneous data sources.  

Unlike products such as OracleBI Discoverer, Oracle Reports Services and Oracle Portal, the query 
and delivery tools within BI Suite Enterprise Edition were bui lt from the ground -up to share the same 
metadata, application server platform, calculation infrastructure and administration tools. All of the 
tools were built using Dynamic HTML, providing a rich user interface for users whilst requiring no client 
side ap plications other than a Web browser.
